Property Identification Information:

1. What is the Property Identification Program?

The Property Identification Program is designed to have homeowners and renters record personal property on a spreadsheet and store that information in a safe place. If that individual becomes a victim of property crime, valuable information such as model numbers and serial numbers have already been recorded and will assist police in investigating the incident and increase the chances of recovering the stolen property.

2. What kind of property should be recorded?

Any items of value should be recorded on the Property Identification Sheet. Make sure to record the brand, model and serial numbers if applicable, value, and any other special characteristics. Items could include televisions, stereos, bicycles, computers, etc.

3. Where do I find the make, model and serial number?

In most cases you will be able to locate the model and serial number of the property on the bottom or back of the item. The model number for an item will usually begin with something like “Model No.” and a serial number with “Serial No.” 

The location of a serial number on bicycles will vary depending upon the brand, but will be located somewhere on the frame of the bicycle. 

4. What other types of information should I record?

If you have items that do not possess a model number or serial number like jewelry, it is a good idea to record any distinguishing characteristics about the item. 

It would also be helpful to take a photograph if possible for any items that are recorded on the Property Identification Sheet. Photographs of property could be printed and attached to the Property Identification Sheet.
